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REAL NUMBERS

Topic Lowest Common Multiple
Ohjective To find LCM of 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, using hardboard and squares.

Pre-requisite Knowledge
¢ Meaning of LCM

Materials Required
1. Hardboard 2. Chart Paper * 3. Geometry box
4. Sketch pens 5. A pair of scissors 6. Saw

Proceeding Steps

1. Cut a 15 units x 12 units hardboard. This will be the baseboard.

2. Cut 12 units x 12 units hardboard and then cut 5 more boards of this measurement.

3. All the boards will have a margin of 1 unit width on all the four sides.

4. On the baseboard, we make a 10 units x 10 units square and make equal squares on it [Fig. 1].
5. We paste the heading on top of the baseboard and write numbers 1 to 100 on these squares.

6. On the other 5 boards, we make 100 equal squares leaving the margin. (Fig. 2 to 6].

7. On each board, represent the multiples of different numbers, such as 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, etc.

8. Drill the squares which represent the multiples of the number specified.

9. We paste to the respective headings written on the chart paper on these boards as follows:
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
