2. A4 size chart or quarter of a chart should be brought.
3. Drawing - Pencil colour, Crayon, Sketch or any form of colouring is allowed.

Leaf
Impression

1. Base should not contain any outlines.

2. Any type of leaf should be brought.

3. Can be theme based.

4. Maximum colour combination can be used to enhance the presentation.

Singing

1. Only patriotic or devotional songs can be sung.
2. Only one stanza should be sung.

Observation

20 Objects will be placed to observe.

Clay Moulding

. Non - toxic clay should be brought.
. At least three models should be made.

Origami

. At least 5 different models should be prepared.
. Lines should not be already traced on the paper.
. Can decorate to enhance the presentation.

Recitation

. Given content should be recited fully.

Elocution

. Parameters: Voice modulation, Body Language, Content, Confidence, Pronunciation.
. Only 2 minutes.
. Should start with an introduction.
